Where Do You Go When You Need a Shelter? *
2 Timothy 4:1-8
Wherever you look in the Bible, the picture of the Last Days isn’t pretty.  Read about them in Matthew 24,                    1 Thessalonians 5, 2 Peter 3, Jude or 2 Timothy 3 ... those days will be difficult.  To be alive in those days (some would say we’re in them right now!) is to be tempted to give up ... give in ... or go away.  But retreat isn’t an option!  So where do you go and what do you do when you need a shelter when storm clouds rise and remain?

How is it that are all three necessary?

Pastor Steve said, “Not everyone who hears – heeds.”  Why do you think that’s the case?  (See 4:3.)                         
Is it the case in you?  Occasionally?  Often?

5.
If you are trying to tell someone about Jesus and they resent ... even reject you, how does 4:5 help you?

6.
Three take-aways from the series were mentioned. Can you recall them?  Can you add some of your own?
