The House Is On Fire...Do Something! *
Matthew 9:35-38, Colossians 4:2-6
Keith Green has been missed by many since the Lord called him home. He “got it” and tried to help others “get it”. What’s that? A compassion inspired by Jesus’ compassion for those heading toward an eternity in hell away from Himself. Keith’s song, “Asleep In The Night”, contains perhaps his most penetrating lyrics. Hard questions are asked – “Do you see, do you see, all the people sinking down? Don’t you care, don’t you care – are you going to let them drown? How can you be so numb, not to care if they come? You close your eyes and pretend the job’s done. Don’t close your eyes, don’t pretend the job’s done.”  

Because, until your final breath or Jesus comes, the job’s not done! 
Sermon Notes
Questions for Discussion
1.
Have you ever been first on the scene of an accident or fire? What did you do? Did you ask how the 
accident happened or how the fire started? If you had, and they said, “I wasn’t paying attention” or “I was 
playing with matches”, would your response have been any different?
2.
Look at Jesus’ treatment of “people in trouble” in Matthew 9:35-38. Do you suppose some were in a bad 
spot because of their own foolishness? Do you think it made a difference to Jesus? Does it make a 
difference to you? Should it?
3.
Pastor Steve stated, “God never made a human He didn’t love.” Do you agree? (Check out John 3:16 and 
Romans 5:8 as you form your answer.)
4.
In your own words, why do you suppose prayer is an important starting point when it comes to sharing the 
Gospel? (See Matthew 9:38, Colossians 4:2-4, 2 Cor. 4:4 and 2 Tim. 2:26, to help make the connection.)
5.
Every Christian has a “before and after” story. Paul had his (I Timothy 1:12-17). Can you tell yours as 
succinctly? Read 2 Cor. 5:17 and ask, “Do I have a ‘before and after’ story?” If not, turn to Jesus and ask 
Him to save you (John 3:1-18). Then write it out and tell it often - how Jesus saved you.
6.
Evaluate your walk and talk in the context of sharing the Gospel. Does your walk and talk compliment or 
contradict the Good News? (Look at Colossians 4:5-6 and Philippians 2:14-15 for help with your answer.)

7. 
Who’s ‘ablaze’ in your circle of influences (friends, family, classmates, co-workers)? Why not pray and 
form a plan for telling them, “I’ve found the way...follow me!”
