Why Did Jesus Cry? *
Luke 19:28-44
When you get an x-ray or MRI, the doctor refers to the results when explaining your ailment.  If you are limping after an injury, usually some kind of “film” is taken to determine the extent of your injury.  Spiritually speaking, Jesus has a “real time” view of your heart (Check out Jeremiah 17:9-10).  Based on what He sees, do you suppose He’s smiling?

Have you ever cried when everyone else was laughing?  Explain what happened.

Palm Sunday (the day Jesus rode into Jerusalem on a donkey) was very festive.  Zechariah 9:9-10 explains 
why.  Based on what you know about life in 1st century Jerusalem, what did Jesus riding on a donkey 
represent?

3.
Compare the three recorded times Jesus wept in the Gospels (John 11:35, Mark 14:33, Luke 19:41).  


What is so unusual about Luke’s occasion?

4.
Pastor Steve mentioned (Luke 19:1-10) the reason Jesus came.  Later in the same chapter He wept.  Why?

5.
Four reasons were suggested for why Jesus was sad that Sunday.  Which reason do you most relate to?

6.
One of the reasons Jesus wept was that “He saw religious activity with little spiritual reality.”  


To what extent does that describe you?  (See Isaiah 90:13.)

7.
How has your heart responded to Jesus?  Does the way you respond to Jesus suggest He has a smile or 
sorrow as He sees you?  (Be honest as you check out Psalm 33:13-15.)
