Can you point to an example in the Bible?  Your circle of friends/family?  You?

Proverbs 13:12 describes two guys Jesus appeared to in Luke 24:13-35.  How likely would it be that you 
would have “connected the dots” and seen Jesus as the promised Messiah of Isaiah 53?

5.
To what extent does Hebrews 5:11-14 describe you?  If you say, “a lot”, what are you going to do to 
change that?

6.
How big a role does “fear” play in your life?  Can you relate to those who were hiding in the locked room 
after Jesus’ crucifixion?  (See Luke 24:37 and John 20:19.)  Why?

7.
In your own words, what’s the difference between doubt and unbelief?                                                               
Can you relate to Thomas in John 20:24-29?  How so?  Look at James 1:6-8 and note the effects of 
doubting.  Have you moved past doubts to Thomas’ conclusion?  (See John 20:28-29.)
