What it means to “Wait on the Lord”!*
Psalm 27
“Wait a second”!  Wouldn’t it be nice if it was just a second? Fact is – for most – waiting is grueling work.  
From my earliest memory where I can hear my mother say, “Wait your turn, Steve!”, I have found waiting to be work.  Hard work.  And I’m sad to admit, even if it’s for a signal to turn green!  So, imagine the challenge for more serious stuff like waiting on the Lord!  But Scripture requires it.  So let’s learn to wait.  It’s likely to take some time though.  Ugh.  More waiting!

Be honest.  What beliefs do you have about God that have been tested while you wait? 


(Examples:  Phil. 1:6, 2:13, Romans 8:28)

What is God “waiting” for in your life?
