When God Leaves No Footprints *
Psalm 77
Most people put King David in a special class of people.  He conquered Goliath.  He ruled the nation with great skill and success.  He is the one with whom Jesus is identified as “Son of David” (Mt. 1:1).                        It doesn’t get any better than God saying of you, “David is a man after My own heart” (Acts 13:22).  But it may surprise you to know that David had terrible times of dryness and depression where he wondered openly, “How long?” and “Why?”. (See Ps. 13 ... written by David.)  If you’re there or have been, God has a song for you.
Sermon Notes
Supplemental questions/material for discussion:
1. Describe a time when someone gave you the “silent treatment.”  What finally broke the silence?

2. When you think of the possible reasons God might at times seems silent (Pastor Steve mentioned sin, 
motives, God trying to teach you something), which of those explains your conclusion the last time God seemed silent?

3. What is your instinct when God is silent?  Do you get depressed or excited? (Hint: Remember the 
quote from Blackaby, “Some greet God’s silence negatively and others with a sense of anticipation that God is about to teach you something new.”)
4. Look at the list of questions in Ps. 77:7-9.  Explain why (bad pun!) you think questions for God is a 

useful approach to a closer relationship with Him.
5. Following the example of Asaph in Ps. 77:10-20, recall something God has done to show His 
“deliverance” for you.  How will that affect your outlook with what you are currently facing?                 
Have you started to see the road no one knew was there … except God?
6. Put Ps. 77:19 in your own words. How might God be working right now in your life where you don’t 
see His footprints?
