Questions for Discussion
1. 
Based on how often you read the Bible, how big a deal is it in your life?

2. 
Look at 2 Peter 1:3.  Do you tend to think of God’s Word in such complete terms ... “all things”?  Explain.

3. 
Quote the last verse you memorized.  How long ago was it?  (See 119:9-11.)

4. 
If you love something, it shows. Ps. 119:97-100 describes qualities that “will show” in a person who loves God’s Word. Do those things show in you?

5. 
Jesus made a clear linkage between love and obedience.  Read His words in John 14:15, 21.  Based on His definition of love, do you love Him?  Give a practical and current example of how your love for Jesus is changing your life.

6. 
Why not commit to meeting with Jesus daily in His Word? Fifteen minutes a day and you’ll read the entire Bible in a year. Give up one 30 minute sitcom a day and you can read the Bible twice this year.  Can you imagine the impact in you? Your marriage?  Friendships?  Family?
