Fibromyalgia of the Soul *

2 Corinthians 5:1-10
 

It’s estimated that 6 million people live with the symptoms of Fibromyalgia.   Its root cause is unknown, and although it is not life threatening, more and more people are willing to spend the approx. $2000 annually to treat the symptoms.  It’s good for us to use this kind of term to understand the anguish Paul’s soul had dealing with this temporal body.  Paul provokes our memories, telling us we are not home yet; that we live regardless of our bodies, and that they were never made for His kingdom anyways.  D. L. Moody is quoted as saying, “Someday you will read in the papers that D.L. Moody of East Northfield, is dead. Don't you believe a word of it! At that moment I shall be more alive than I am now; I shall have gone up higher, that is all, out of this old clay tenement into a house that is immortal- a body that death cannot touch, that sin cannot taint; a body fashioned like unto His glorious body.”  What are Google and the blogs going to say when you and I die?
