He’s Everything We Need *
 2 Peter 1:1-4
 

Maybe you remember the song written by Ralph Carmichael, He’s Everything To Me.  It chronicles the journey of a person who sees evidence of God … even celebrates Christmas as a historical holiday, but then asks, “What is that to me?”  Well, everything changes when the person meets Jesus and discovers that God is very personal and present as they walk together day by day.  Eventually he comes to realize (as the song title declares) He’s Everything To Me.  Does that sentiment describe you?

What have you found in Jesus that you’d describe as precious?

In your own words, how is Jesus’ “grace and peace” yours in abundance?  (See 2 Pet. 1:2.)

4.
Pastor Steve announced, “I have the ability to live a godly life.”  Based on 2 Pet. 1:3, where does this ability come from, and what does it look like?

5. 
How well do you “escape corruption (sin)”? (See 1:4.)  Explain how “fleeing” (2 Tim. 2:22), 
“resisting”                
(1 Pet. 5:9), “abstaining” (1 Pet. 2:11), and “avoiding” (Prov. 4:13-15) all play a role in                 
escaping corruption.

 Everything we need comes through Jesus.  Make a list with Scripture support of what you have through Jesus.  Memorize these precious promises!
