Remember! *
 2 Peter 1:12-21
It is correct to say, “God is a communicator!”  In the first chapter of the Bible, two words are used some 10 times:  “God said.”  His purpose in communicating with people could be summarized with the word relationship. So, revelation is about relationship.  Now you know the “why” of the Bible.  In the words of Hebrews 1:1-2, “God spoke in the Old Testament in many ways but in the last days He has spoken to us by His Son.”  So, how well have you listened? Do you remember?
