Pastor Steve said, “You and I cannot conceive of a command where God expects the impossible from us.”  What command comes real close for you personally?

5. 
Look again at Deuteronomy 30:15-18.  Take some time to trace this teaching connecting                               Genesis 2:15-17 with Romans 5:12-21. So, explain how “don’t eat or you will die” (Genesis 2:17)                 works today … in your life.

6. 
Give examples where people today flirt with the faulty thinking that we can know something is required by God, yet choose not to do it and still expect “life and prosperity.” (See 30:15-16 and James 4:17.)

7. 
Tie together John 14:6, Jeremiah 31:31-33 and Phil. 4:13 to explain how you can choose life - daily.

8. 
How is choosing life the same as choosing the Lord?  (See 30:19-20.)  How have you chosen?
