Know Me! *

Exodus 3:1-15; Jeremiah 9:23-24

 

One of my missionary friends often begins his prayers this way, “God, You are awesome … and we are not!”  Good start.  While I agree (and more importantly, so does the Bible), wouldn’t you sit up, take notes, and forever remember His answer if you were to ask God, “I hear You’re awesome; how so?”  I’m sure I’m not the only one who’d wiggle my way to the front row to hear His answer. 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Questions for Discussion

1. 
If a stranger heard you say, “God is awesome!” and asked you to explain your statement, what would you say?

2. 
When you introduce yourself, what facts/features do you usually include in your introduction?                        How come?

3. 
Read Exodus 3:1-15 again.  Lift every significant attribute of God that you notice in His conversation with Moses. Why do you think it was important to God to identify Himself this way to Moses?

4. 
In your own words, explain “I am who I am” (3:14). See also John 8:58-59. Why the reaction? 

5.
Put together Isaiah 6:3, Revelation 4:8, Isaiah 64:6 and Jer. 9:23-24 and explain how a holy God can be kind toward unholy people.  Should you be allowed in? How so?  (See 2 Cor. 5:21.)

6. 
Read again Philippians 2:3-11.  Have you bowed your knee to Jesus?  Do you daily?  Where do you need to surrender to Him as Lord?  Why not do so … now?
