 Questions for Discussion

1. 
Think of your last visit to your doctor.  Did they give you a diagnosis?  Treatment plan?  Did you follow it?  Why or why not?

2. 
Most people - even the highly suspicious among us - trust their doctors.  Why do you think that’s true?

3. 
Have you ever not trusted your doctor?  How did that affect your relationship with them?

4.
Look again at the dinner party discussion in Mark 2:13-17. Who are “the sick” in Jesus’ story?

5. 
In your own words, would you say Dr. Jesus knows best?  Does He want you well?  In what sense?

6. 
Since doctor’s orders must be followed, what kind of listener are you?  Does 1 Samuel 3:1-10 or Proverbs 1:20-33 best describe you? Explain.

7. 
Pastor Steve asked you to point to a piece of counsel that Dr. Jesus has given that you both heard and heeded.  Tell about one.

8. 
Hebrews 2:1 makes a strong appeal to “pay careful attention.”  Notice the reason given.  What is the Bible saying about the result of spiritual sluggishness?  In what ways have you experienced “drifting away”?  How can you change that?
